 19 Now those who were scat tered 
because of the persecution that 

arose over Stephen traveled as far as 
Phoenicia and Cyprus and Antioch, 
speaking the word to no one except 

Jews.

Antioch the disciples were first called 
Christians.

Antioch. 
28 And one of them named Agabus 
stood up and foretold by the Spirit that 

there would be a great famine over all 
the world (this took place in the days 

of Claudius). 
29 So the disciples determined, 

every one according to his ability, 
to send relief to the brothers living in 

Judea. 
30 And they did so, sending it to the 
elders by the hand of Barnabas and
